Advice for Doing the Readings

These readings are hard. You probably won’t understand them the first time you read them. But they are hard
because they are dealing with tough questions and so the struggle is worth your effort. You will not be able to do these
readings while watching TV, or talking on the phone or browsing the internet; all you should have in front of you when doing
these readings are the books, some paper and something to write with.

Sometimes a student begins to read a tough text, finds a spot that doesn’t initially make sense to her and then says to
herself, “I guess this book is not for me”. This is the wrong attitude to have about reading and studying. What you should do in
these cases is simply mark the confusing part with a question mark and continue reading. When you are done reading you will
probably have many questions marks throughout the reading! Also keep in mind that I've chosen texts that provide helpful
summaries, appendices, and glossaries; use these instead of the internet. Using internet sites to answer daily written
questions or to write papers is a form of CHEATING!

| then recommend that you give the text a second look, if not a second read before class. When you do this pay
special attention to those confusing parts you marked with question marks. You may then be able to make sense of some of
those initially confusing parts, and so you will be able to erase some of those question marks. Inevitably some questions will
remain.

Now, those remaining questions are the things you should raise in class discussion. Chances are that if you found
something tough, other people did too. . .
